Spook Light Hill

As told by Wanda Lou Willis (Hoosier Haunted Trails)

In a small farming community near Diamond on State Road 362, Between Rosedale and Brazil, is
an area called “Spook Light Hill”. Here’s the story behind the name.

One night the daughter of one of the farmers was driving home from job in town. About two hundred
yards from her home, as she began to drive up a small hill and across a narrow bridge, she appar-
ently lost control and her car went off the bridge.

The police, fire department, her father and neighbors arrived at the tragic scene. After several min-
utes they were able to right the mangled car. Everyone hoped that somehow the girl had incredibly
survived.

It was not to be. Evidently, the impact had thrown her into the windshield and nearly propelled her
out of the automobile before it became airborne and began rolling over and over down the slight em-
bankment. When the car was righted they found her partially out of the car— her shoulders and arms
lying on the hood. She had been decapitated!

Police searched with flashlights in the dark, but were unable to find her head; they decided to wait
until daylight to search further. The ambulance took her body back into town while the neighbors
tried to comfort the grieving father.

The next day they and her father returned to search for the missing head, but never found it. They
say she had a closed coffin funeral and was buried without her head.

Her father became obsessed with finding the missing head and continued to seek it day and night.

He lost interest in his farm
and in day-to-day life; grief wreaked the mans health.

After his death many forgot, or tried to forget, the horror of that night. However, some indi-

viduals who have lived in this community for years, swear that from time to time they still
see a light near that bridge gently swaying, much like a lantern.

Through the years people who scoffed at this story would go to the spot looking for the light
and some have said they believed they had seen it. In 1969 a female college student from the
area told the story of “Spook Light Hill” to one of her friends from Terre Haute. She told her
that she and some other friends had gone to the bridge one night to see if they could see the
light.

After they’d been there for a while and nothing had happened, they decided to leave and be-
gun to drive over the bridge— probably laughing and teasing each other— when someone spot-
ted a light moving from beneath the bridge. They stopped and watched as it moved on up the
slight incline and onto the road at the back of their car.

The reflection of the light, similar to the dim light of the interior of the car, much like that of
a lantern. They couldn't see anyone, or anything holding the light! Slowly , following the road,
it moved closer to the car. Finally, the students took off, certain that they had seen the old
farmer— or at least the light from his lantern.

Through the years many stories have been told about “Spook Light Hill”. Some tell of the
auto accident, while others tell a story about a mining accident. ( This is mining area). Then
there are those who recall a murder committed by a jealous lover. All are certain, however,
about the general location and that whatever horrible event took place had resulted in a de-
capitation and a grim, glowing light.
